Mistress of the Art of Death
Ariana Franklin
When a child killer is on the loose in Medieval Cambridge, 
England, the Jews in the town are blamed and locked up 
in the city�s prisons. King Henry II, who relies on his tax 
collectors for income, sends for a doctor of death to be 
sent from Salerno to �nd the killer of the four youngsters. 
Vesuvia Adelia Rachel Ortese Aguilar, Adelia for short, ar-
rives for the task, discovering that, as both a woman and a 
doctor, there are many obstacles in her path

Forensic detective work meets the Canterbury Tales in this 
historically-rich, suspenseful and thoroughly entertaining 
mix of mystery, history and just a touch of romance. Plenty of 
twists and turns, surprises and truly likeable characters make 
this novel hard to put down. Highly recommended reading.

The Mathematics of Love
Emma Darwin
After losing a leg at the Battle of Waterloo, Stephen 
Fairhurst half-heartedly o�ers marriage to Hetty Green-
shaw who rejects his proposal. Meanwhile, Stephen 
begins a close friendship and correspondence with 
Hetty�s sister, Lucy Durward, an artist and independent 
young woman, with whom he shares his darkest secrets. 
Alternating with Stephen and Lucy�s tale is the coming-
of-age story of 15-year-old Anna Ware in 1976. Anna is left 
to stay with unkind relatives she doesn�t know. To escape 
them, Anna befriends artists Eva and Theo, who teach her 
the art of photography.

This sweeping novel is a story of art, war and coming-of-
age. While �lled with descriptions of the horrors of war, this 
is a beautiful slow-growing love story between the love-sick 
Stephen and the feisty Lucy. The author is the great-great-
granddaughter of Charles Darwin. Highly recommended 
reading.

Past Perfect
Susan Isaacs
Katie Schottland is a successful writer for a TV show based 
on her espionage novel. She loves and adores both her 
husband and son. However, she can�t stop obsessing 
over her sudden and unexplained �ring from her job as 
a CIA intelligence writer over �fteen years ago. When a 
former CIA colleague calls asking for help with a matter 
of national importance, Katie can�t resist getting involved 
because the tantalizing reward for helping is that her co-
worker will tell her the reason why she was �red.

The chatty �rst-person narration quickly draws the reader 
into Katie�s life. The secondary characters are so appealing 
that Isaacs should write a sequel featuring Katie�s parents 
and sister. This funny thriller has just enough bite to keep the 
reader turning the pages. Recommend.

The Cover Up
Michelle Martinez
When a famous TV scandal reporter is found brutally mur-
dered in Central Park, Federal prosecutor Melanie Vargas 
is assigned the high-pro�le case.

Third in the series featuring Melanie Vargas. Melanie con-
tinues to develop into a well-rounded character as we learn 
more about her daughter and her new love interest. Fast-
paced and well-written. Highly recommend.

Heart-Shaped Box
Joe Hill
Heavy metal rock star Judas Coyne collects macabre arti-
facts like he collects girlfriends. After receiving an e-mail 
that advertises a ghost for sale, Judas immediately agrees 
to buy it. When the heart-shaped box containing a black 
suit arrives in the mail, the spirit of the dead stepfather of 
one of Judas� exes, appears, and is bent on revenge.

Wow! This is one ghost story that will keep you up at night 
long after you close the cover. The author is the son of Ste-
phen King, and it will be obvious to readers that talent runs 
deep in their family. Likeable characters, humor, and riveting 
suspense will keep your eyes glued to the pages.

Is Amy there to help Cecelia �nd what�s best for her, or is 
Amy there to take advantage of her sister yet again?

The characters are engaging and appealing, the story line is 
unique, and there are some fun surprises all the way to the 
end. Recommended read.

White Lies
Jayne Ann Krentz
Clare is gifted with the ability to know when someone is 
lying. Jake is gifted with the ability to obscure the truth. 
They shouldn�t be good together, in work or play, but 
they discover that they make a very good team. Now, all 
they have to do is �nd out the who and the why of the 
recent murders.

The paranormal gifts and the classi�cations within the Ar-
cane Society make a unique background for a fairly routine 
romance. This is the contemporary setting in a series of 
books begun in Second Sight by Amanda Quick.
